The SCRS will hold an intersessional meeting in 2024 focused on the elaboration of a proposal for the 
implementation of the close-kin mark recapture (CKMR) methodology for the eastern bluefin tuna, in 
coordination with the ongoing CKMR study on the western bluefin tuna. The meeting will focus on a) 
progress of modeling and genetic studies, b) sampling needs and identifying sampling opportunities to 
obtain the necessary biological samples and age information, c) coordination of sampling across CPCs and 
d) identifying financial resources to support a pan-Atlantic CKMR implementation. CPCs should send staff 
who are knowledgeable in their domestic bluefin tuna sampling and about how such programs could 
support CKMR.  The meeting will also take scientific papers on any of the topics included in the tentative 
agenda below.
