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Proposed text for modification of paragraph 4 of the Draft Recommendation by ICCAT amending the Recommendation 24-05 establishing a multi-annual management plan for bluefin tuna in the eastern Atlantic and Mediterranean, [document PA2_632/2025, 
presented by the Chair of Panel 2
(submitted by Panama)
The Delegation of Panama, with the aim of contributing constructively to the discussion, presents a proposal for the adjustment of the allocation table of eastern and Mediterranean bluefin tuna that aligns with the total allowable catch (TAC) of 48,403 t and takes into account the requests of other CPCs.
Explanation of the adjustment applied (special cases):
· There is an allocation increase from 50 t to 350 t for Panama, reflecting its substantiated request based on historical catches.
· The allocations for Senegal and Namibia are adjusted to 150 t, aligning with the proportional structure of comparable CPCs.
· Key adjustment of the reserve from 521.22 t to 21.22 t, which explains the adjustment for the allocation of the requested quotas.
Proposed text for the modification of paragraph 4
The total allowable catcheses (TACs), inclusive of dead discards, for 2026 to 2028 shall be set at 48,403 t, in accordance with the Management Procedure (MP). The TACs for 2029 and thereafter shall be decided at the 2028 Commission annual meeting in accordance with the MP.
