Lors de la réunion de 2022, les Parties contractantes et les Parties, Entités ou Entités de péche non
contractantes coopérantes (CPC) ont été évaluées au titre de leur application des mesures de gestion et de
conservation et des exigences en matiere de déclaration de 'ICCAT. Sur la base de I'examen du rapport du
Secrétariat sur la coordination de la recherche et des statistiques et du rapport de 2022 du Secrétariat au
Comité d'application et d'autres informations disponibles, le Comité a constaté les insuffisances suivantes
de I'Algérie :

- Rec. 16-16 : Tableaux d’application recus tardivement (15 septembre 2022).
- Rec. 16-14 : Pas de données d’observateurs scientifiques (ST09).
- Rec. 18-06 : Feuille de contréle s'appliquant aux requins recue tardivement

Le défaut de mise en ceuvre intégrale des exigences de 'ICCAT peut affaiblir les travaux de la Commission
dans la réalisation des objectifs de la Convention. La déclaration tardive ou incomplete pose des difficultés
au Secrétariat pour élaborer les documents de la Commission, de ses Sous-commissions et Comités. Elle
réduit aussi l'efficacité des travaux du Comité d’application. La liste des exigences en matiere de déclaration,
les formulaires de déclaration pertinents ainsi que les Recommandations et Résolutions de I'ICCAT sont
publiés chaque année sur la page web de I'lCCAT a:

Dear Mr. Capapelo Julio Chilamba, Head Delegate of Angola,

On behalf of the International Commission for the Conservation of Atlantic Tunas (ICCAT), I am writing to
inform you that during its 27t Special Meeting held 14-21 November 2022, the Commission noted multiple
reporting and implementation deficiencies that are listed below. A response template is attached with this
letter.

During the 2022 meeting, Contracting Parties, Entities and Fishing Entities (CPCs) were assessed for
compliance with ICCAT conservation and management measures and reporting requirements. Based on the
review of the Secretariat Report on Statistics and Coordination of Research and the 2022 Secretariat’s
Report to the Compliance Committee and other available information, the Committee has noted the
following deficiencies for Angola:

- Rec. 11-11: No compliance tables received. Possible underreported blue marlin catches, and
possible fishing while subject to prohibition on retention of ICCAT species pursuant to ICCAT Rec.
11-15 (see COC-306/2022).

- Annual Report submitted late and in an incorrect format without detailed responses (e.g.: “NOT
APPLICABLE” provided as a response in most cases, without corresponding explanation).

- No statistical data received.

- Rec. 18-05 and 18-06: No shark or billfish Check Sheets received.

- Rec. 16-14: No information on scientific observer programme.

- Rec. 18-09: Unclear regarding the occurrence of any in-port transhipment activity. Must provide
all required information and seek assistance with submission when necessary.

Additionally, no direct response was received to last year’s letter from the ICCAT Chair, which was sent
following the 2021 Annual Meeting.

Deficiency in the full implementation of ICCAT requirements can undermine the work of the Commission in
fulfilling the Convention’s objectives. Note that several of the issues listed above have been recurring for
several years.

The Commission appreciates Angola’s commitment to addressing these deficiencies as it was expressed
during the 2022 Annual Meeting and acknowledges the incremental progress toward fulfilment of Angola’s
Annual Report. However, if substantial improvement is not made, continued failure to implement the ICCAT
conservation and management measures can result in Angola being identified under ICCAT’s Trade
Measures Recommendation (Rec. 06-13). This can ultimately lead to the imposition of trade restrictive
measures against fish from Angola. It is strongly recommended that Angola request technical assistance
through the ICCAT Secretariat as needed.

Late or incomplete reporting causes difficulties for the ICCAT Secretariat in preparing documents for the
Commission, its Panels, and Committees. It also reduces the effectiveness of the Compliance Committee. The
listings for reporting requirements, relevant reporting forms, and ICCAT Recommendations and
Resolutions are published annually on the ICCAT website at:

On behalf of the International Commission for the Conservation of Atlantic Tunas (ICCAT), I am writing to
inform you that during its 27t Special Meeting held 14-21 November 2022, the Commission noted that some
reporting deficiencies remain unresolved, and that there is continuing overharvest of certain ICCAT species.
The reporting and implementation deficiencies are listed below, and a response template is attached with
this letter.

During the 2022 meeting, Contracting Parties, Entities and Fishing Entities (CPCs) were assessed for
compliance with ICCAT conservation and management measures and reporting requirements. Based on the
review of the Secretariat Report on Statistics and Coordination of Research and the 2022 Secretariat’s
Report to the Compliance Committee and other available information, the Committee has noted the
following deficiencies for Barbados:

- Rec. 19-05: Continued overharvest of blue marlin and white marlin (see attached Response
Template for detailed quota information).
- Rec. 16-14: No scientific observer programme information.

Deficiency in the full implementation of ICCAT requirements can undermine the work of the Commission in
fulfilling the Convention’s objectives. Note that the issues listed above have been recurring for several years.
Please be aware that continued failure to implement the ICCAT conservation and management measures
can result in Barbados being identified as undermining such measures, which may ultimately lead to the
imposition of trade restrictive measures in accordance with Rec. 06-13.

En nombre de la Comision Internacional para la Conservacion del Atin Atlantico (ICCAT), le
escribo para informarle de que, durante su 272 Reunién extraordinaria, celebrada entre el 14 y el
21 de noviembre de 2022, la Comisidn constatd que no se habia recibido cierta informacién y que
seguian sin resolverse algunas deficiencias en la comunicacién e implementacién. A continuacién
se enumeran las deficiencias de comunicacién e implementacidn, y se adjunta a la presente carta
un modelo de respuesta.

Durante la reuniéon de 2022, se evalu6 el cumplimiento de las medidas de conservacién y
ordenacidén y de los requisitos de comunicacién de ICCAT por parte de las Partes contratantes y
Partes, Entidades o Entidades pesqueras no contratantes colaboradoras de ICCAT (CPC).
Basandose en el examen del informe de la Secretaria sobre estadisticas y coordinacién de la
investigacion y del informe de la Secretaria al Comité de Cumplimiento de 2022, asi como de otra
informacidén disponible, el Comité ha observado las siguientes deficiencias respecto a Cabo Verde:

- Rec.11-11: No se han recibido tablas de cumplimiento.

- Rec.21-01: Datos histéricos de lances sobre DCP enviados, pero falta el nimero de
lances.

- Rec. 18-06: Hoja de comprobacion de tiburones recibida con retraso (19 de septiembre
de 2022)

- Rec.19-02y 21-01: Sin informes mensuales o trimestrales sobre tinidos tropicales; sin
plan de ordenacién de pesquerias de tinidos tropicales ni plan de ordenacién de DCP, a
la luz de las capturas de patudo que superan las 1.000 t.

- Rec. 16-14: Sin programa de observadores cientificos.

Ademas, no se recibié ninguna respuesta directa a la carta del afio pasado del presidente del
Comité de Cumplimiento, que se envi6 tras la reunién anual de 2021.

La deficiencia en la implementaciéon completa de los requisitos de ICCAT puede menoscabar el
trabajo de la Comisidon a la hora de cumplir los objetivos del Convenio. Cabe sefialar que varios de
los problemas mencionados se vienen repitiendo desde hace varios afios.

La comunicacién incompleta o tardia dificulta la tarea de la Secretaria de preparar documentos
para la Comisién, sus Subcomisiones y Comités. También reduce la eficacia del Comité de
Cumplimiento. La lista de los requisitos de comunicacién, los formularios de comunicacién
pertinentes, asi como las Recomendaciones y Resoluciones de ICCAT se publican anualmente en
el sitio web de ICCAT en:

*Overharvest of white marlin: 2021 quota =2t, 2021 balance =-212.31 t.
WHM negative balance decreasing: 2018 =-167.26 t, 2019 =-165.26 t, 2020 =-163.26 t
(3 years of consecutive zero catches. GUY informs that the tuna fishery which was
responsible for these catches is closed).

- Rec.19-02: Some Task 1 of tropical tuna species in 2021 but no corresponding quarterly
reports.
