On behalf of the International Commission for the Conservation of Atlantic Tunas (ICCAT), I am writing to
inform you that during its 28th Regular Meeting held 13-20 November 2023, the Commission noted
reporting and implementation deficiencies that are listed below. A response template is attached to this
letter.

During the 2023 meeting, Contracting Parties, Entities and Fishing Entities (CPCs) were assessed for
compliance with ICCAT conservation and management measures and reporting requirements. Based on the
review of the Secretariat Report on Statistics and Coordination of Research and the 2023 Secretariat’s
Report to the Compliance Committee and other available information, the Committee noted the following
deficiencies for Albania:

- Rec. 16-14: No ST-09 form.
- Rec. 21-08: Listing of one BFT-E other vessel brought forward (vessel was listed 15 days in
advance but date was brought forward) and late authorisation of one BFT other vessel.

Deficiency in the full implementation of ICCAT requirements can undermine the work of the Commission in
fulfilling its objectives.

Late or incomplete reporting causes difficulties for the Secretariat in preparing documents for the
Commission, its Panels, and Committees. It also reduces the effectiveness of the Compliance Committee. The
listings for reporting requirements, relevant reporting forms, and ICCAT Recommendations and
Resolutions are published annually on the ICCAT web site at:

- Aucune donnée de tache 2.

- Rec. 16-14. Aucun formulaire ST-09.

- Rec. 16-05. Plan de péche de SWO-MD recu légerement en retard.

- Rec. 18-06. Feuille de contrdle s'appliquant aux requins recue en retard.

Le défaut de mise en ceuvre intégrale des exigences de I'ICCAT peut affaiblir les travaux de la Commission
dans la réalisation de ses objectifs.

La déclaration tardive ou incomplete pose des difficultés au Secrétariat pour élaborer les documents de la
Commission, de ses Sous-commissions et Comités. Elle réduit aussi l'efficacité des travaux du Comité
d’application. La liste des exigences en matiere de déclaration, les formulaires de déclaration pertinents
ainsi que les Recommandations et Résolutions de I'lCCAT sont publiés chaque année sur la page web de
I'ICCAT a:

Dear Mr Victor Capapelo Julio Chilamba:

On behalf of the International Commission for the Conservation of Atlantic Tunas (ICCAT), I am writing to
inform you that during its 28th Regular Meeting held 13-20 November 2023, the Commission noted
multiple reporting and implementation deficiencies that are listed below. A response template is attached
to this letter.

During the 2023 meeting, Contracting Parties, Entities and Fishing Entities (CPCs) were assessed for
compliance with ICCAT conservation and management measures and reporting requirements. Based on the
review of the Secretariat Report on Statistics and Coordination of Research and the 2023 Secretariat’s
Report to the Compliance Committee and other available information, the Committee has identified Angola
for the following deficiencies under the Recommendation by ICCAT concerning trade measures (Rec. 06-13):

- Rec. 18-07: Compliance tables received late in 2023 with no size sheet; no compliance tables
received in 2022,

- Difference between compliance tables and Task 1 (S. ALB).

- Unreported billfish catches remain unresolved.

- Annual Report: Some responses in IOMS incomplete/incorrect.

- Rec. 11-15: Fishing activity took place while under prohibition on retention of ICCAT species.

- No Task 2 data submitted.

- No ST09 form submitted (observer data).

- Rec. 18-05 and Rec. 18-06: No check sheets received (also deficiency in 2022).

- Rec. 21-01: Task 1 for tropical species in 2022 but no corresponding periodical reports submitted.

- Rec. 22-12: No information on implementation of turtle measure.

- Rec.18-09: No information on in-port transhipment.

- Rec.16-14: No information on scientific observer programme.

While positively noting that Angola’s prohibition was lifted upon receipt of Task 1 data, no response was
received to last year’s (2022) letter from the Compliance Chair, which included a request for follow-up
regarding issues raised in the 2021 Chair letter. As a result, Angola evaded meaningful oversight by the
Commission. Failure to report in this way seriously undermines the Commission’s work. As a result, I will
seek to have a more detailed review of Angola’s compliance status that delves into all matters identified by
the COC atits 2022 meeting as well as matters identified in 2023.

More specifically, in COC-_308_APP_2A_REV/2023, the Commission decided as follows for Angola:

Identification due to recurring significant late and missing reports, request action plan due to recurring late
or missing reports, harvest of ICCAT species while under prohibition on retention of ICCAT species in effect
under Rec. 11-15.

Deficiency in the full implementation of ICCAT requirements can undermine the work of the Commission in
fulfilling the Convention’s objectives. Note that several of the issues listed above have been recurring for
several years. Continued failure to implement the ICCAT conservation and management measures has
resulted in Angola being identified under Rec. 06-13. Ultimately, this can lead to the imposition of trade
restrictive measures in accordance with Rec. 06-13.
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Late or incomplete reporting causes difficulties for the Secretariat in preparing documents for the
Commission, its Panels, and Committees. It also reduces the effectiveness of the Compliance Committee. The
listings for reporting requirements, relevant reporting forms, and ICCAT Recommendations and
Resolutions are published annually on the ICCAT web site at:

As reflected in text above, the Commission requests that Angola submit an action plan that clearly outlines
the action steps it will take to sufficiently address these matters. This action plan will be used to inform the
COC in its consideration of lifting Angola’s identification status at the 2024 meeting.

The Commission requests that Angola reply to this letter before 11 October 2024 and to accompany the
response with the attached template duly completed (preferably submitted as an MS Word document) to
indicate the actions taken to rectify the indicated deficiencies, as well as the deficiencies identified at the

2022 meeting for which Angola never provided a response and are therefore maintained in the chart.

En nombre de la Comisidn Internacional para la Conservacion del Atan Atlantico (ICCAT), le escribo para
informarle de que, durante su 282 Reunién ordinaria, celebrada entre el 13 y el 20 de noviembre de 2023,
la Comisién constaté varias deficiencias en la comunicacidén e implementacién que se enumeran a
continuacién. Se adjunta a la presente carta un modelo de respuesta.

Durante la reunién de 2023, se evalué el cumplimiento de las medidas de conservaciény ordenaciény de
los requisitos de comunicacion de ICCAT por parte de las Partes contratantes y Partes, Entidades o
Entidades pesqueras no contratantes colaboradoras de ICCAT (CPC). Basandose en el examen del informe
dela Secretariasobre estadisticasy coordinacién delainvestigaciony del informe de la Secretariaal Comité
de Cumplimiento de 2023, asi como de otra informacién disponible, el Comité ha identificado a Cabo Verde
por las siguientes deficiencias en virtud de la Recomendaciénde ICCAT sobre medidas comerciales (Rec. 06-
13):

- Rec. 18-07: Tablas de cumplimiento recibidas con retraso.

- Diferencia entre la Tarea 1 y las Tablas de cumplimiento para patudo.

- No se ha recibido el informe ST09 sobre datos cientificos.

- Rec. 18-06: No se ha recibido la hoja de comprobacién de tiburones actualizada.

- Rec. 21-01: Tarea 1 para especies tropicales en 2022, pero no se han presentado los informes
periddicos correspondientes

- Rec. 22-01: Sin plan de ordenacién de los DCP.

- Rec. 21-14: Cuatro buques de mas de 20 m sin namero OMI (notificados en julio con nimero OMI
pendiente de recepcion).

- Rec. 18-09: Sin informacion sobre transbordo en puerto.

- Rec. 16-14: Sin programa de observadores cientificos, informe ST09 no presentado.

En particular, y como se sefiala en el COC_308_APP_2A_REV /2023, 1a Comisién decidié lo siguiente para
Cabo Verde:

Identificacién debida a problemas recurrentes de comunicacion de informacion, requisitos de implementacion
sobre observadores cientificos nacionales, transbordo en puerto, plan de ordenacién de los DCP, buques sin
nimero OMI, recomendacidn de considerar la solicitud de una mayor creacion de capacidad. No se utilizo el
modelo de respuesta a la carta del presidente del COC del afio pasado, no se proporciond la informacién que
faltaba solicitada en la carta del presidente. Se solicitard un plan de accion.

La deficiencia en laimplementacién completa de los requisitos de ICCAT puede menoscabar el trabajo de la
Comisién a la hora de cumplir los objetivos del Convenio. Cabe sefialar que varios de los problemas
mencionados se vienen repitiendo desde hace varios afios. El incumplimiento continuado de las medidas de
conservaciony ordenacionde ICCAT hadadolugar a que Cabo Verde sea identificado en virtud de laRec. 06-
13. En dltima instancia, esto puede conducir a la imposiciéon de medidas comerciales restrictivas de
conformidad con la Rec. 06-13.
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La comunicacién incompleta o tardia dificulta la tarea de la Secretaria de preparar documentos para la
Comision, sus Subcomisiones y Comités. También reduce la eficacia del Comité de Cumplimiento. La lista de
los requisitos de comunicacién, los formularios de comunicacién pertinentes, asi como las
Recomendaciones y Resoluciones de ICCAT se publican anualmente en el sitio web de ICCAT en:

De conformidad con la Rec. 06-13, tal y como se refleja en el texto anterior, la Comision solicita que Cabo
Verde presente un plan de accién que describa claramente las medidas que adoptara para abordar
suficientemente estas cuestiones. Este plan de accidn se utilizara para informar al COC en su consideracion
de levantar el estatus de identificacién de Cabo Verde en la reunion de 2024.

La Comisidn solicita a Cabo Verde que responda a esta carta antes del 11 de octubre de 2024 y que
acompafie la respuesta con el modelo adjunto debidamente cumplimentado (preferiblemente como
documento MS Word) para indicar las acciones emprendidas para rectificar las deficiencias indicadas, ast
como las deficiencias identificadas en la reuniéon de 2022 para las que Cabo Verde nunca dio respuesta y
que, por tanto, se mantienen en la plantilla.

Como se subraya en la decisién del COC relativa a Cabo Verde citada anteriormente, el incumplimiento
significativo recurrente ha dado lugar a la identificacion de Cabo Verde en virtud de la Rec. 06-13 sobre
medidas comerciales de conformidad con el Programa de cuestiones de cumplimiento y acciones
correspondientes (Ref. 22-18) si no se realizan mejoras significativas. Esto podriallevar alaimposicion de
medidas comerciales restrictivas por parte de ICCAT a Cabo Verde.

Based on the
review of the Secretariat Report on Statistics and Coordination of Research and the 2023 Secretariat’s
Report to the Compliance Committee and other available information, the Committee noted the following
deficiencies for Ghana:

- Rec. 16-14: More information on implementation of scientific observer programme needed.

- Rec. 14-07: Clarification needed regarding access agreements (Ghana’s 2023 reply letter to COC
Chair stated that they inadvertently indicated in their 2022 annual report that some vessels were
licensed under access agreements. Ghana also stated that the owners of these vessels acquired a
foreign license to operate in Ghana’s waters. Ghana is requested to provide further clarification).

- Rec. 18-06: Unclear and insufficient responses in shark check sheet for silky, hammerhead, and
oceanic white tip:

e  Shark check sheet responses appear to claim both implementation and exceptions with
respect to the hammerhead and silky shark retention bans, while also noting the lack of any
“explicit, inherent regulations” for these species. Ghana is requested to clarify this matter.

e  Shark check sheet response asserting that oceanic whitetip sharks are not found in Ghana’s
waters is not a valid response as no exemption has been obtained from the SCRS pursuant to
the process set forth in para 3 of Rec. 18-06.

On behalf of the International Commission for the Conservation of Atlantic Tunas (ICCAT), [ am writing to
inform you that during its 28th Regular Meeting held 13-20 November 2023, the Commission noted
multiple reporting and implementation deficiencies that are listed below. A response template is attached
to this letter.

During the 2023 meeting, Contracting Parties, Entities and Fishing Entities (CPCs) were assessed for
compliance with ICCAT conservation and management measures and reporting requirements. Based on the
review of the Secretariat Report on Statistics and Coordination of Research and the 2023 Secretariat’s
Report to the Compliance Committee and other available information, the Commission has maintained
Grenada’s identification under Recommendation by ICCAT concerning trade measures (Rec. 06-13) for the
following deficiencies:

- Rec. 11-11: No Compliance tables received, yet overharvest of BUM in 2020 and previous years.
- Additionally, catches of SWO-N without quota.

- No Annual Report received (neither Word nor IOMS sections).

- No statistical data received.

- Rec. 18-05 and Rec. 18-06: No shark or billfish reporting check sheets received.

- Rec. 22-12: No information on implementation of turtle measure.

- Rec. 21-01: Task 1 for tropical species in 2022 but no corresponding periodical reports submitted.

Additionally, no response was received to last year’s letter (2022) from the Compliance Chair. As a result,
Grenada evaded meaningful oversight by the Commission. Failure to report in this way seriously
undermines the Commission’s work. As a result, I will seek to have a more detailed review of Grenada’s
compliance status that delves into all matters identified by the COC at its 2022 meeting as well as matters
identified in 2023. A follow up on matters raised in this letter is requested.

More specifically, in COC_308_APP_2A_REV, the Commission decided as follows for Grenada:

Maintain identification for significant recurring reporting issues, including no Annual Report or statistical
data, blue marlin overharvest, and catches of SWO-N without quota. No response to last year’s Chair letter.
Request action plan on these matters and inform of potential future application of trade-restrictive measures
under Rec. 06-13 in accordance with ICCAT Schedule of Compliance Issues and Corresponding Actions
(Ref. 22-18) if meaningful actions are not demonstrated in the near future.

Deficiency in the full implementation of ICCAT requirements can undermine the work of the Commission in
fulfilling the Convention’s objectives. Note that several of the issues listed above have been recurring for
several years. Continued failure to implement the ICCAT conservation and management measures has
resulted in Grenada’s identification being maintained under Rec. 06-13. Ultimately, this can lead to the
imposition of trade restrictive measures in accordance with Rec. 06-13.

Late or incomplete reporting causes difficulties for the Secretariat in preparing documents for the
Commission, its Panels, and Committees. It also reduces the effectiveness of the Compliance Committee. The
listings for reporting requirements, relevant reporting forms, and ICCAT Recommendations and
Resolutions are published annually on the ICCAT website at:
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In addition, in accordance with Rec. 22-18, the Commission requests that Grenada submit an action plan
that clearly outlines the action steps it will take to sufficiently address these matters. This action plan will
be used to inform the COC in its consideration of lifting Grenada’s identification status at the 2024 meeting.

The Commission requests that Grenada reply to this letter before 11 October 2024 and to accompany the
response with the attached template duly completed (preferably submitted as an MS Word document) to
indicate the actions taken to rectify the indicated deficiencies.

As emphasized in the COC’s decision regarding Grenada excerpted above, recurring significant
non-compliance of this nature maintains identification of Grenada under Rec. 06-13 on trade measures in
accordance with the Schedule of Compliance Issues and Corresponding Actions (Ref. 22-18) if significant

improvements are not made. This could lead to imposition of trade restrictive measures by ICCAT on
Grenada.

General follow up is also requested
regarding the regulatory framework and compliance and enforcement measures by Namibia’s authorities,
and to help clarify data reporting requirements for charting operations.

More specifically, inCOC_308_APP_2A_REV, the Commission decided as follows for Namibia:

Maintain identification due to continued overharvests, reporting issues, discrepancies between Task 1 and
Compliance tables. Notify of potential for future imposition of trade-restrictive measures under Rec. 06-13 in
accordance with the Schedule of Compliance Issues and Corresponding Actions (Ref. 22-18) if significant
improvements are not made.

Deficiency in the full implementation of ICCAT requirements can undermine the work of the Commission in
fulfilling the Convention’s objectives. Note that several of the issues listed above have been recurring for
several years. Continued failure to implement the ICCAT conservation and management measures has
resulted in Namibia’s identification being maintained under Rec.

On behalf of the International Commission for the Conservation of Atlantic Tunas (ICCAT), I am writing to
inform you that during its 28th Special Meeting held 13-20 November 2023, the Commission noted multiple
reporting and implementation deficiencies that are listed below. A response template is attached to this
letter.

During the 2023 meeting, Contracting Parties, Entities and Fishing Entities (CPCs) were assessed for
compliance with ICCAT conservation and management measures and reporting requirements. Based on the
review of the Secretariat Report on Statistics and Coordination of Research and the 2023 Secretariat’s
Report to the Compliance Committee and other available information, the Committee noted the following
deficiencies for Sierra Leone:

- Rec. 11-11: No Compliance tables received.

- Rec. 18-07 & Rec. 22-17: No Annual Report received (neither Word nor IOMS).
- No statistical data received.

- Rec. 18-06: No updated shark check sheet received.

- Rec. 22-12: No information on implementation of turtle measure.

Additionally, there was no response to last year’s letter (2022) from the Compliance Chair letter (attached).
As a result, Sierra Leone evaded meaningful oversight by the Commission. Failure to report in this way
seriously undermines the Commission’s work. As a result, I will seek to have a more detailed review of
Sierra Leone’s compliance status that delves into all matters identified by the COC at its 2022 meeting as
well as matters identified in 2023.

Moreover, I would like to draw your attention to the letter sent to Sierra Leone on 4 January 2024 (attached)
informing Sierra Leone, pursuant to Rec. 11-15, of the triggering of the prohibition of retention of ICCAT
species by Sierra Leone vessels as a result of Sierra Leone’s failure to provide Task 1 data or confirm no
ICCAT fisheries. To date, this prohibition remains in effect until such information is provided to ICCAT and
Sierra Leone receives confirmation of the lifting of the prohibition. Continued fishing for ICCAT species
while this prohibition is in effect will also be considered non-compliance and addressed accordingly by the
COC at its 2024 meeting if applicable.

Deficiency in the full implementation of ICCAT requirements can undermine the work of the Commission in
fulfilling its objectives.

Late or incomplete reporting causes difficulties for the Secretariat in preparing documents for the
Commission, its Panels, and Committees. It also reduces the effectiveness of the Compliance Committee. The
listings for reporting requirements, relevant reporting forms, and ICCAT Recommendations and
Resolutions are published annually on the ICCAT web site at:

On behalf of the International Commission for the Conservation of Atlantic Tunas (ICCAT), I am writing to
inform you that during its 28th Regular Meeting held 13-20 November 2023, the Commission noted
multiple reporting and implementation deficiencies that are listed below. A response template is attached
to this letter.

During the 2023 meeting, Contracting Parties, Entities and Fishing Entities (CPCs) were assessed for
compliance with ICCAT conservation and management measures and reporting requirements. Based on the
review of the Secretariat Report on Statistics and Coordination of Research and the 2023 Secretariat’s
Report to the Compliance Committee and other available information, the Committee has identified
St. Vincent & Grenadines for the following deficiencies under the Recommendation by ICCAT concerning
trade measures (Rec. 06-13):

- Rec.21-03, Rec. 17-02, and Rec. 17-03: Continued harvest of southern swordfish without a quota.

- Proportion of undersize fish in both North and South catches significantly over the tolerance level.

- No STO1 (fleet characteristics) or STO9 (observer data) received.

- Rec. 18-06: Shark check sheet received late (during meeting).

- Rec. 13-14: Indication of chartered vessels in Annual Report but no information sent at time of
chartering in 2022; arrangements expired in 2021.

- Rec. 21-01: Task 1 for tropical species in 2022 but no corresponding periodical reports submitted.

- Rec. 16-14: Additional information needed regarding implementation of recommendation.

Additionally, there was no response to last year’s (2022) Chair letter, regarding continued overharvest of
southern swordfish and white marlin, and late reporting. As a result, St. Vincent & Grenadines evaded
meaningful oversight by the Commission. Failure to report in this way seriously undermines the
Commission’s work. As a result, I will seek to have a more detailed review of St. Vincent & Grenadines’
compliance status that delves into all matters identified by the COC at its 2022 meeting as well as matters
identified in 2023.

The Commission requests that St. Vincent & Grenadines provide an update on the status of WHM as no catch
was reported, which is significantly down from reported catches from previous years. More specifically, in
COC_308_APP_2A_REV/2023, the Commission decided as follows for St. Vincent & Grenadines:

Identification for continued overharvest of southern swordfish with no quota and an increasing negative
balance; reporting issues; indication of chartered vessels in Annual Report but no information sent at time of
chartering in 2022 (arrangements expired in 2021); implementation of national scientific observer program
(Rec. 16-14).

Deficiency in the full implementation of ICCAT requirements can undermine the work of the Commission in
fulfilling the Convention’s objectives. Note that several of the issues listed above have been recurring for
several years. Continued failure to implement the ICCAT conservation and management measures has
resulted in St. Vincent & Grenadines being identified under Rec. 06-13. Ultimately, this can lead to the
imposition of trade restrictive measures in accordance with Rec. 06-13.
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Late or incomplete reporting causes difficulties for the Secretariat in preparing documents for the
Commission, its Panels, and Committees. It also reduces the effectiveness of the Compliance Committee. The
listings for reporting requirements, relevant reporting forms, and ICCAT Recommendations and
Resolutions are published annually on the ICCAT web site at:
